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SUBJECT: Procedures in accordance with the ISM Code, which contribute to the
implementation of DIRECTIVE 2002/59/EC of the European Parliament and of the
Council of 27 June 2002 establishing a Community system of vessel traffic monitoring
and information.

Ref. (a) DIRECTIVE 2002/59/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council of 27
June 2002 establishing a Community system of vessel traffic monitoring and information
system and repealing Council Directive 93/75/EEC/Symboylioy. "

(b) Presidential 49/2005 (GOV. A66), entitled "incorporation of Directive
2002/59/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council of 27 June 2002-
establishment vessel traffic monitoring and information.

1. As with the Directive 2002/59/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council of 27
June 2002 established the basic principles for the creation of a Community vessel
traffic monitoring and information.

2. The purpose of this directive is to create a system within the Community vessel traffic
monitoring and information in order to enhance the safety and efficiency of maritime
traffic, to improve the response of the competent authorities in incidents, accidents, or
dangerous situations at sea, such as search and rescue operations, and to facilitate the

prevention and detection of pollution from ships.
3. This Directive shall apply to ships of 300 gross tonnage and upwards, except:

(a) Warships, naval ships and other vessels belonging to a Member State or operated by
and used for the provision of public non-commercial services

(b) Traditional ships, fishing vessels and pleasure craft less than 45 meters



(c) warehouses below 5000 tons, ships ' stores and equipment for use on board ships.

4. The procedures to be followed by ships and management companies and included in
that directive, it is no longer mandatory, provided that this directive has been
incorporated in our national Law with the 49/2005 (Official Gazette no Duke 66).

5. Therefore, each management company is obliged to a Manager, in the implementation
of the ISM Code, while at the same time be in compliance with this directive, we must
develop procedures in addition to those required by this directive and, in addition to
incorporate these safety management manual (e. a. d.), no later than 15 April 2010.

6. Specifically identified below, in relation to the individual articles of the directive
should apply through the Afaloys system procedures of each operator company
Management.

(a) Reporting on the maritime incidents and accidents (article 17 of the directive)

The master of every ship sailing within the zone and rescue/exclusive economic zone or
similar area of a Member State of the European Community shall immediately inform the
coastal station, as follows:

(1) Any incident or accident which affects the safety of the ship, such as collision,
grounding, damage, malfunction, or damage, flooding or shifting of cargo, any defects in
the hull or structural failure,

(ii) Any incident or accident which endangers the safety of navigation, such as failures
that may affect the ship's systems and any malfunction in the propulsion or rudders,
generators, or telecommunication equipment,

(ii1) Any incident that may cause water pollution, or given to ordinary coast State, such as
refusal or rejection of polluting products threat at sea and

(iv) Any stain of polluting materials and containers or packaging drifting on the sea.

This report should include at least the particulars of the ship, its location, the port of
departure, the port of destination, the address to which may be obtained about the
dangerous and polluting goods transport, the number of persons on board, the details of
the event and any relevant information referred to in resolution 851 (20) of IMO.

(b) Measures concerning sea incidents or accidents (art. 19, par. 3 of the directive)

The master of every ship should inform directly the managing company for any incident
or accident, as described above, and which takes place at sea. The company when
informed of any such event shall immediately contact the competent coastal center and if
need be made available.



7. Also clarified that when a Member State finds that a managing company in case of

incident or accident as described above, has not been able to communicate and to
maintain contact with the vessel or by the relevant coastal centres, it shall inform the
Member State which granted or on whose behalf the document of compliance was
granted to the company and the related safety management certificate to the ship, in
the context of the ISM Code (art. 25 par. 4 of the directive)

When the seriousness of this documents the existence of significant non-compliance
in the operation of the system of safe management of the company, established in a
Member State, the Member State which issued the document of compliance or
certificate must obtain the necessary measures immediately upon being granted by the
company, with a view to examining the possibility of withdrawal of the document of
compliance and related certificate secure management.

The recognized bodies notified this circular full action, the management companies
certified by them.

9. The ISM Certified Auditors, which advertises this, ordered for the control of the above,

when carrying out checks in accordance with the d. a. d. (ISM).

10. This can put in your permanent circulars of the ISM Code, according to the serial

numbering circulars of the code as posted on the relevant Web page of our service.

11. The DPNT, which is communicated this, take the necessary steps to update the site of

our service with this circular, putting it in a circular-Affairs ISM. "
