· Firefighting team dons fireman’s outfits and SCBA correctly within 5 minutes/SCBA checks: Air pressure, functioning gauges, donning procedure, communication test. 
· Effective communication: Radios working, standardized phrases used, no delays in reporting/Situation reports relayed promptly to the bridge (simulated fire location, type, status).
· Correct selection/display of firefighting equipment (hoses, nozzles, extinguishers, foam, etc.) for the simulated fire type.
· Demonstration of boundary cooling techniques.
· Simulated activation of fixed firefighting system (CO₂, foam) with emphasis on safety procedures (evacuation, dampers, alarms).
· Rescue team equipped and ready for immediate deployment. /Simulated first aid for an "injured" crew member./Emergency escape routes demonstrated/cited by crew.
· Conclusion & Debrief: Orderly drill termination by Incident Commander. /Debriefing held with all crew to review actions, timing, and improvements./Equipment properly stowed and ready for reuse after drill.

· Preparation of Lifeboats (LB) / Rescue Boats (RB):
Crew demonstrates rapid clearing of launching areas (remove lashings, safety pins, harbour locks)./Engine started within 2 minutes (for motor-propelled craft).
Davit-launched craft: Winch brakes tested, falls rigged correctly.
Free-fall craft: Safety mechanisms released, crew seated and secured.
Life rafts (LR): Crew knows how to deploy/manually launch (if assigned).
· Embarkation & Launching:
Orderly embarkation/Lowering/launching/Simulated lowering of at least one lifeboat/Rescue boat launched/maneuvered (if feasible).
Remark: On-load release gear visually checked before lowering.
Crew familiar with disengaging hooks (hydrostatic/interlock functions tested).
· Survival Equipment Checks:
Lifeboat/Raft equipment: Crew confirms presence of:
Pyrotechnics (rockets, flares). EPIRB /SART (tested if possible).Freshwater/rations, first aid kit./Thermal protective aids (TPAs)./Radio equipment: VHF tested on DSC Ch.70/16.
· Command & Communications:
Master maintains control from bridge. /Radio checks: Communication between lifeboat/rescue boat/bridge./"Mother ship" coordination: Signals (flags/lights) understood by crew.
· Immersion Suit Proficiency:
Donning time: Crew dons immersion suits within 2 minutes (PSCO may time randomly selected crew).
· Conclusion & Debrief:
Recovery: Safe retrieval of survival craft (winch operation, re-securing).
Debrief: Master reviews drill performance, logs drill details (date, time, scenarios). Launch of the survival craft within required time period
