Seafarers are transported by launch to the
commercial jetty, then by bus to the Seafarers
Centre. Seafarers can either relax at the centre with
free Wifi, tea/coffee, refreshments, clothing, books
and literature, or do personal shopping.

Seafarers can exchange SUSD or €EUR for SAUD and
be transported to the Boulevarde mall in Port
Hedland for personal shopping. Please note that ship
provisions need to be sourced through agents.
